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What s 5Piritual Direction?

Spiritual direction is a relationship with a special focus that assists an individual or group
in noticing and responding to the Spirit in everyday life. It’s a way of ‘listening to your
life’ for its spiritual dimension. A typical rhythm of meeting is monthly for an hour.

WHAT DIFFERENCE DOE.S
SPIRITUAL DIRECTION [T MAKE?

You are spiritual whether or not you are aware
of it. Your spirituality or ‘sacred story’ is
revealed in your everyday life.

It shows in how you connect and disconnect
from your true self, your gifts, others, the world,
and that which is greater than you.

Another person gazing with you at your life —
a spiritual director — can help you notice your
sacred story and the loving invitation of God/
Spirit/Christ/Sacred Mystery in it.

As you notice the Spirit’s presence and
movement in your life, a fresh response
becomes possible. The Holy One is already
present in love. Your awareness and response
enhances this relationship and helps you grow
toward fuller and freer life.

A spiritual director (or companion) helps you

notice and respond to this core relationship in
prayer, at work, at home, and at play.
